Current High School graduating students who are a descendant (adopted and step-children included)
of a member of Francis Scott Key Post #11, Auxiliary Unit #11 or Sons of American Legion
Squadron #11 are eligible to apply. Junior members of Francis Scott Key Unit #11 or Squadron #11
that are graduating high school are also eligible to apply.

Graduate students are not eligible for scholarships

Scholarship will be awarded by the post at the recommendation of the scholarship committee in
the amount of two thousand ($2,000.00) dollars per year for two years. The second year’s award is
contingent upon the Post receiving a letter of acceptance/continuation from your scholastic institution
along with a transcript of your grades from the previous year. Overall GPA must be 2.5 or higher.

Awards will be sent directly to the recipient's choice of school, or to the individual if proof of
payment is established.

Neatness, completeness and legibility are important, if you wish to have your application
considered.

If the recipient does not complete the school term for which the scholarship is awarded, the
recipient or the recipients’ school shall refund the award or proportionate amount, pursuant to
school policy, to the American Legion, Post #11, within sixty (60) days from the date enrollment
is terminated.

If the recipient fails to enroll and attend a school, the scholarship award may be awarded to the
next eligible applicant.

All scholarship applications must be completed in full and shall be submitted by April 15, 2026.
